| wanted to illustrate the many facets of forest management,
showing the scale of the operation as well as the committ-
ment of the people who care for this land. The site was a tree

farm on the southern border of Georgia.

How to shoot the forest for the trees? | needed a clearing
surrounded by tall pines, but open enough for the mid-day
sun to penetrate the dense growth. For equipment, | needed
a small bucket truck to get me 20" above the mosquito infest-
ed undergrowth. With good planning and cooperation, the

image came together quickly.

I used another boom truck on site to get me 60" above a large
field of seedlings, taking advantage of the graphic layout and
saturated color of the rows to show off the developing young

plants.

The most important image, though, was that of two manage-
ment team members evaluating the growth of some genetically
engineered cuttings in the nursery. This had to be an
intimate portrait of dedicated employees. These people had
pre-Civil War roots in the land, and their love of the rivers,

trees and animals of the forest was evident.

Their concern was real; the image, strong and convincing.
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
